OVYSL Board Meeting Minutes
February 2012

Approval of minutes: Carrie Boynton motion to approve. Lisa Schmidt seconded.
President’s Report: Hollister team would like to relocate their team and register with OV.  Chris Teernan here to discuss the possibility ( he is the coach of the Hollister team along with Patricia Meza)  They are Class III team.  Hollister club only wants one team per age group, which is why they are looking to join OV.  They are a bronze team.  They are waiting to hear is there is any chance the team will be allowed to play in Hollister.  If not they would like to join us.  They are willing to go by our rules and bylaws.  Half of their girls on the team play up an age bracket.  We will wait to see what happens with their home club.  Lisa asked if they are in good standing and they said yes.  
New positions on the board.  Todd Cofie is the new recreation referee assignor.  Carrie Boynton is the new CCSL rep.  Tony Porta risk management.  Joel Middleton is field marking coordinator.  Andrea Leal will do school fields, porta potties, and acquiring fields and permits.  Tony Porta will continue to handle insurance on the fields.  Ernestina Moitoso will be our new field scheduler.  
Motion to approve new board positions by Kelley Brown.  Caroline Hamilton seconded the motion.
Ricardo also passed around the new logo ideas for OVSC, which will be placed on the Fall2012 uniforms.
Vice President’s Report:  Chris reported that the Sports complex would like for us to be a “home field partner”  The complex is our primary field use.  It was suggested we pay a one-year fee for reasonable use rather than our hourly rate we are currently using.  The annual agreement would be paid on a quarterly basis.  We would have complete access to the complex while abiding by complex rules.  We would have the ability to lock in playdates up to 3 years out.  We would also have first right of refusal for three main fields.  This would include the soccer turf and and two grass fields.  The club house at the back would be for our use.  They would also like to put on a tournament together.  Parking would include an optional annual pass offered at a cut rate.  They would work on slowly removing the sprinkler heads that are currently above ground and would try to work on other capital improvements.  All of this would involve a 10% increase in current fees.  We would split the profits of any tournaments.   Proposed amount $25000 for spring and $35000 for fall so basically $66000 for the annual partnership.  
Kelley B made a motion to approve moving forward in a partnership with MHYSA.  Mike Bingham seconded the motion.
Treasurer Report:
We paid $18000 for year for the school fields.    Lisa S said we might need to increase rates in spring to offset increased rates at the complex.  
Registrar’s Report:  Recreation registration closes tomorrow.  Feb. 19th for Poppy Jasper.  Mar 9th for high school registrants.  
Uniform Coordinator’s Report:  Uniforms are on track and ordered.  Rec. players will have full uniforms for the spring.  Feb. 19th is the deadline for those teams getting orders in time for the Poppy Jasper tourn.  
In fall all comp teams will switch to OVSC uniforms.  Ricardo discovered a company at the Norcal meeting who will design a uniform that will stay the same over the years and eliminate the need to buy new uniforms every year.  Goalkeeper jerseys will be included with each team order.  Sizing will also improve and no longer be GIANT for the recreational teams.
Recreation Report:  Registration closes tomorrow.  462 rec. players as of now.  Numbers are up from last spring.  Play Thru will have 2 teams for U12 and 1 team for U14.  
High School tryouts should be emailed out to U15-U19 at PA Walsh and Brownell.  
Coach Coordinator Report:  Numbers were down for the girls’ team but everything went well.  Need to book tryouts for earlier next year.  Possibly December.  It would help to eliminate paperwork chaos of registration immediately following tryouts.
Referee Report:  Arbiter is being worked on by DII.  They are working on a master database for all refs and then they can choose where they want to work.  DII is going to pick up rates for arbiter.  We’ve had problems finding refs for our area.  If you are not registered with USSF then you won’t be included in the database.  Arbiter pays everyone thru the system.  
Dave thanked Mike Bingham for the time he has given to OV.  He also asked that he help Todd Cofie with the transition.  
Webmaster Report:  Dave Payne is working on the website.
Picture Coordinator’s Report:  Wendy reported that our contract is thru 2012—do we want to renew it and extend for 3 yrs and lock in our current pricing?
Chris M. made a motion to extend it for 5 yrs.  Dave Kaeini seconded it.

CCSL: no report
Norcal report:  Norcal has established club boundaries and will be enforcing teams practicing and playing games within their club boundaries.   There are currently four former OV coaches who left OV and are practicing in our boundaries.  The league must contact Norcal to police teams who are not working within that regulation.  
Norcal sanction for OV was approved on Jan.10th  We are in the system as OVSC.
